DATES
July 21 – 27, 2024. Each day will feature two performances. There will be one o�-day during the week.

RESPONSIBILITIES 
Arrive one hour prior to each show time to set up The Concert Truck, including setting up the stage on 
the truck, putting speakers in place, and wheeling the piano into place. 
Tear down after each performance, including packing up the stage, piano, and speakers as well as 
ensuring any Piano Cleveland materials are secure inside the truck. 
Work with Piano Cleveland sta� and volunteers to run surround programming during performances and 
ensure engaging community experiences for all audiences.
